 In a few more minutes, those of you who purchased the group ticket will receive from me 
your e-ticket by email.  You do not need to bring this to the airport, although you may do 
so.  Please check the e-ticket(s) to make sure that your name is spelled correctly. 

 Those of you who missed Cambodia Orientation #3 last Wednesday must see Mrs. West 
for a brief medical check-in.  Please e-mail her at ewest@taboracademy.org to set up your 
time to do this. 

 If you have not yet done so, please by tomorrow email Ms. Kemezis with your plans for 
when and how you will join the group, at which airport.  Mrs. Kemezis is in charge of the 
group’s plane connections from Boston to Siem Reap, and Mrs. West is in charge from Siem 
Reap back to Boston. 

 Remember that your immunization session starts at noon this Friday May 20th at the Health 
Center.  This is the only chance you will have to receive these immunizations, so you 
must remember to go.

“Jungle Formula” is one 
such brand.  Also be sure to bring a thin and light sleeping mat.  We will be sleeping on floor 
mats, with mosquito nets.
